
Johnson County Cemetery District Minutes 
April 13th 2021
The regular monthly meeting of the Johnson County Cemetery District was held at The Willow Grove Cemetery in Buffalo, Wyoming on April 13th, 2021. The meeting was called to order by President John Zorbas at 2:00 p.m. Present were: John Zorbas, John Hansen, Nancy Elm, Craig Wetterlund, John Ehlers (via Zoom), Tim Lohse, Megan Boggs, Dennette Mondue (via Zoom), Linda Greenough (via Zoom), Kay (via Zoom), and Jay (via Zoom).
I. VOUCHERS: Nancy made the motion to approve all vouchers as submitted. This was seconded by John H. After some discussion, the motion was then carried by all.  Each check and/or voucher was initialed and signed by the present board members.
II. ACCEPTED MINUTES AS PRESENTED FOR PAST MEETING: Craig moved to approve the March 2021 minutes, and Nancy seconded; the motioned carried by all present. 
III. TREASURER’S REPORT: John E presented the March Treasurer’s Report with all the financials and account balances.  For a few of the utility accounts that are paid via automatic withdrawals, there were two recordings in March, as a result of transitioning to automatic payments. John H made a motion to accept the treasurers report as presented, Nancy seconded the motion, and it was carried by all.  The submitted treasurer’s report was signed.  
IV. WILLOW GROVE SEXTON’S REPORT: Tim Lohse reported via written submission that; there were 6 burials for March, making 15 total burials for 2021 and 2 spaces sold last month making the total sold for 2021, 4.  The north bathroom at WG is still waiting for parts but the south bathroom is open.  Tim printed and filed the MSDS sheets for WG. Tim met with John Z and Dennette in Kaycee and saw a need for office chairs and heat tape for the north gutter. The chairs were purchased and delivered and the heat tape was installed. Tim informed the board that a switched outlet needs to be installed for the heat tape. The board approved up to $1,000.00 for the project. Also, Tim attended a pesticide applicators class.
V. KAYCEE SEXTON’S REPORT: Dennette Mondeau via written submission as well. The bathroom project is not yet complete. The curb stop has been fixed and a new valve was installed. Dennette printed off and filed MSDS sheets. Dennette also attended a pesticide applicators class. John Z, Tim and Dennette met to do Dennette’s yearly performance review.
VI. CIMS REPORT: Megan has been scanning burial permits and 20% complete with deeds received from HFH.

   OLD BUSINESS:
1. John Z reported that employee reviews went well.
2. Fee schedule was tabled until legal advice is received.
3. There was discussion on block signs and the chance to look at an actual sign. Nancy made a motion to purchase block sign materials as described in handout option 1 to be included in the current years budget and to purchase all signs at once and not to exceed $10,500.00. John H seconded, and it was carried by all present.
4. Amendment #9, traffic-takes out #4 dealing with unloading materials in the cemetery. This change renumbered everything 1-5. Third change was rewording of the new #5. Craig moved to approve the changes as written, Nancy seconded and motion carried.
5. John E advised that Marshell Kelley is ready to work on the new entrance sign but requested a check for $400.00 for materials before she will start. Nancy made a motion to write a check for $400.00 to Marshell Kelley, Craig seconded and the motion carried.

X. NEW BUSINESS
1. Preliminary FY21-22 budget was presented to the board. The board was requested to review the Message as well as the numbers and let John E know of any changes before the May meeting. Formal adoption of the Preliminary Budget takes place at the May meeting.
2. Amendment #13, digging of graves-adds the word public before cemetery in #1 and takes out “to dig a grave in a cemetery other than Willow Grove.” Nancy moved to approve, John H seconded, motion carried.
3. Amendment #15, cemetery maintenance-corrected grammatical errors and added “thieves, vandalism, or by other causes beyond its control” to #7. Craig moved to approve, Nancy seconded, motion carried. 
4. Amendment #16, monuments- changed the wording of stones to spaces in #1 and added the word work to #11. Nancy moved to approve, John H seconded, motion carried.
5. Amendment #20, conduct-Added a #10 which deals with unloading materials in the cemetery and a #11 which deals with the limb and debris burn pile. Craig moved to approve, Nancy seconded, motion carried. 
6. Tim advised that Saluting Branches has been in contact and would like to do work in Willow Grove Cemetery on September 22, 2021. Tim and Megan were wondering if the cemetery would authorize $1,000.00 for lunches and drinks for this event like they were going to do last year before it got cancelled due to Covid-19. Craig moved to approve, Nancy seconded, motion carried.
7. There was talk about providing chairs for Memorial Day and placing of signs directing the public to the new restrooms.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 3:17 p.m., following a motion by Craig, seconded by Nancy.
